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A Study about Clicking Tongue in Chinese Natural Conversation
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(Abstract)

Clicking tongue as a kind of non-verbal phenomenon, widely exists in Chinese natural conversation. Often
used as a voice expressing negative feelings. This paper takes the tongue tut phenomenon in natural conversation
collected by the author as the research object. Firstly, according to its position in conversation, it is divided into
three categories, namely " sentence-initial, sentence-final and sentence-medial ".In addition, from the
qualitative point of view, combined with examples, this paper analyzes the function of clicking tongue
phenomenon. It is found that the clicking tongue, it hardly expresses the actual content but it reflects the
cognitive process of the speaker's retrieval. On this basis, a hypothesis is put forward: “Clicking tongue
phenomenon is a kind of Filler” . This conclusion will overturn people's understanding of clicking tongue and
be beneficial to the further study of non-linguistic phenomena.
