The purpose of the course is to expand the students" basic repertoire of vocal sounds from those of Japanese to the much wider range of English, also stressing the
importance of intonation and rhythm.

The students will work on and improve their English pronunciation by working with a special textbook specifically designed for Japanese learners of English. The
students will also learn rhythm and intonation patterns through working with a set of teacher-developed materials. This will help them to be able to, in tum, teach good

International English pronunciation to their own students in the future.

Students will learn the 41 sounds of International English and develop consistent intonation and rhythm patterns in their spoken English. They will
demonstrate their ability to convert the sounds they hear into a new phonetic alphabet for English, and in reverse, be able to convert words written in this phonetic
alphabet back into standard English.

Students will find that studying and developing their pronunciation can be both fun and practical and will thus improve their attitude towards and
motivation for learning and using English.

The students will improve their English pronunciation, reducing the number and severity of so-called “Katakana™ English pronunciations. The
students will also learn correct English rhythm and intonation patterns. Additionally, the students will learn a system of Sound Spelling (phonetic spelling) that will be

useful for learning the pronunciation of new words.

Full attendance is required: it is impossible to do this course by private study. The students’ progress will be monitored throughout by constant listening quizzes and
oral challenges. The final exam will contain an element of listening comprehension, writing in the phonetic alphabet, converting words written in the phonetic alphabet

into standard English, as well as a speaking test that will be compared to an entrance level pronunciation test to measure progress.

Students will learn and practice how to take notes, make outlines, and develop outlines into essays. The students will have weekly written homework, a weekly on-line

blog, and in-class writing assignments that will form the basis of their grade.

By the end of the term, the students will be able to take notes, make outlines, and develop their outlines into short essays. The students will also
make proper use of connective and signal words, and use a consistent *voice' (i.e., passive or active) in the proper tense.
Through practice and continuing development, the skills required for written communication in English will be strengthened and the students will

gain confidence in their writing ability.
