Most notably, the annual Forum of the Asia Pacific Alliance of 
Health Leaders (APAHL), comprising Mahidol University Faculty of Nursing, Bangkok, and Faculties 
of Nursing & Associated Medical Sciences, Chiang Mai University, Thailand; School of Nursing, 
University of Hong Kong, Hong Kong SAR, China; and School of Health Sciences, Yamaguchi 
University. At present the only Japanese Chapter of Sigma Theta Tau International, Honor Society 
of Nursing is located at the School of Health Sciences, Department of Nursing, Yamaguchi University, 
which enhances the ability of Japanese nurses to engage in international and national scholarly and 
clinical activities.

8. A list of three referees with names, positions, addresses, phone numbers, and 

email addresses, and a recommendation letter (specifying the affiliation/title 
of the recommender; in any format) 

*Shortlisted applicants will be invited for an interview and to give a 
presentation.  

 Selection Process 
1. Document examination will be conducted in accordance with the teacher 

selection criteria of the University. 
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2. Shortlisted applicants will be separately notified of the date for their 
interview and presentation. For applicants residing outside of Japan, the 
interview and presentation will be held online. Applicants residing in Japan 
may be requested to travel to Yamaguchi University for interview and 
presentation. 

3. Applicants will be requested to deliver a presentation of education and 
research goals at the University, and to answer questions at the end.  

4. The travel cost incurred for the interview will be refunded up to a certain 
limit based on the university of travel expenses rules.
