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Overview of the Doctoral Course of the JVY

1. Objective

The JVY contributes to the development and furthering of international level veterinary education through
promoting world-class advanced veterinary research, training and advanced veterinary education, and produces
researchers with high standards in terms of bioethics and research ethics. This results in veterinary professionals
with academic knowledge and research capabilities as advanced veterinary experts to undertake veterinary tasks in
regional and international society, thereby contributing to the development of human society. Under the educational
philosophy above, we aim to contribute to the development of a rich human society by producing not only next-
generation veterinary educators and researchers but also advanced veterinary professionals with high levels of
knowledge, skills, and practical abilities as advanced veterinary experts.

2. Admission Policy
(Dldeal Candidates
The Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine welcomes applications from individuals who match the
profile below.
1) Candidates who are imbued with the appropriate sense of research ethics and capable of close adherence to
codes of conduct
2) Candidates with an adequate command of fundamental academic competencies, ethics, and technical skills
related to the field of veterinary medicine
3) Candidates with the English ability and communication skill needed to be a researcher
4) Candidates who approach research challenges with a deeply inquiring mind and a strong sense of intellectual
curiosity
5) Candidates who combine a humane approach with a desire to succeed

(@Admissions Prerequisite

The required knowledge and understanding include an overall knowledge of veterinary medicine, the overall
knowledge of biology needed for research activities, and comprehension of professional English as used in the
field of veterinary medicine. Furthermore, the ideal candidates must be able to clearly articulate their ideas and
thinking in relation to research conducted up to the present and planned to be conducted in the future.

(@Applicant Selection Procedure

+ In the Written Test (foreign language subject: English), applicants will be evaluated for fundamental academic
competencies in veterinary medicine and the English language skills necessary for research activities.

+ In the Oral Test, applicants will be evaluated for their approach to research ethics and bioethics, planning ability,

spirit of inquiry, aspiration, personality, and communication skills through oral presentations and question-and-
answer sessions.

3. Diploma Policy
PhD candidates at the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, Yamaguchi University accumulate the
required credits through study over the stipulated period, and acquire the knowledge, skills, and competencies set
out below. In this way, our Joint Graduate School fulfils its primary objective of educating future specialists in the
field. The qualification of Doctorate of Veterinary Medicine is awarded to candidates with the acceptance of their
dissertation and the final examination (i.e. oral presentation and examination). Candidates will:

1) Acquire the most up-to-date scientific and technical skills in the field of veterinary medicine, and the ability
to apply them.

2) Develop an awareness of challenges in the field of veterinary medicine together with the ability to find
solutions for them as a high-level veterinary medical specialist or researcher with a broad comprehension
of, and logical approach to, life sciences.

3) Develop practical English and communication skills appropriate for research or professional activity in the
field of veterinary medicine at the global level.

4) Develop the ability to play an active and leading role in society.

4. Characteristics of Education and Research
1) Students may request a main Supervisor from among the faculty members of the JVY, and the JVY coordinate
and decide on their Supervisor.
2) Students are assigned to the university to which the main Supervisor belongs and receive research guidance
under that Supervisor. Facilities and its equipment of Kagoshima University are also available.
3) At the JVY, each student is provided guidance by one main Supervisor and two assistant Supervisors. (One out

of two is a faculty member at Kagoshima University.)

5. Curriculum policy

At the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, we have created the following systematical body of

courses: Non-specialized courses, Specialized courses, Advanced practical skills, Special seminars, and

Researcher development. Those courses aim to bring PhD candidates and graduate students to the levels stated in

the Diploma Policy. The educational content, methods, and assessments are governed by the policy set out below.

During the first three years of this PhD program, graduate students receive instruction in state-of-the-art
veterinary medicine and are provided with wide-ranging learning opportunities that cultivate skills which
will allow them to play a leading role in society. (DP-4)

In the fourth year, graduate students prepare a dissertation based on the results they obtain from their research
during this PhD program. Through the education they receive here, graduate students will advance to the
highest ranks of the profession in roles as researchers or veterinary medical specialists. They will also become
capable of engaging with and finding solutions for challenges in veterinary medicine, using critical thinking
with a base of broad comprehension of, and a logical approach to, life sciences. (DP-2)

Non-specialized Subjects (a core curriculum element) involve instruction by professors of the Joint Graduate
School of Veterinary Medicine at both universities (Yamaguchi and Kagoshima Universities). They are aimed
at cultivating outstanding researchers and veterinary medical specialists by providing opportunities for
advanced learning across the field of veterinary medicine, expanding beyond each graduate student’s own
specialized area. (DP-1)

Specialized Subjects (a core curriculum element) are provided as opportunities for graduate students to
acquire advanced-level knowledge of relevant codes of behavior, research ethics and management of
intellectual property rights, as well as world-class English language ability. (DP-1)

Advanced Practical-Skill Subjects (a core curriculum element) are provided as opportunities for graduate
students to acquire practical English and communication skills used in globalized communities of veterinary
medicine/medical components as outlined in the Diploma Policy. (DP-3)

Special Professional Subjects (a core curriculum element) comprehensively equip graduate students with the
knowledge, skills, and practical experiences stipulated in the frameworks for specialization, accreditation,
and board certifications established by veterinary professional bodies. (DP-1)

Researcher Training Subjects (elective elements) are aimed to provide graduate students with high-level
knowledge and technical expertise in their own specialized areas. (DP-2)

Aim/objective-oriented education consistent with each course component is provided for the purpose of
developing the competencies stated in the Diploma Policy.

To promote independent learning for the graduate students, we implement active learning, with students
identifying challenges and solutions, and receiving practical training in the classes we provide.

We conduct lessons with in-person classes, SSCS, on-demand streaming, and e-learning systems.



Assessment of Learning Qutcomes

1) The educational and academic objectives and assessment criteria are clearly laid out for each course
component, and students are rigorously assessed on the achievement of learning outcomes based on tests and
reports.

2) The graduate student’s academic achievement after completing four years is evaluated comprehensively by
means of a dissertation thesis in addition to the number of credits acquired over that period.

6. Completion Requirements
Students are required to complete at least 30 credits in the curriculum of the Graduate School, receive
necessary research guidance, pass the examination of the doctoral thesis and also pass the oral or written
examination on the contents of the dissertation and the field of specialties. A qualification of Doctorate of
Veterinary Medicine is awarded to the students passing the final examination. In addition, out of the
aforementioned 30 credits or more, 10 credits or more shall be for courses offered by faculty members of
Kagoshima University.

7. Degree

For those who completed the doctoral course of this graduate school, a doctoral degree (veterinary science)
jointly by Yamaguchi University and Kagoshima University is awarded.



Rules of the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine,
Yamaguchi University

Objectives
Article 1 These rules establish necessary matters regarding the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary
Medicine, Yamaguchi University (hereinafter referred to as the "JVY") based on the Yamaguchi
University Graduate School Regulations (1967 Regulations No.26).

Purposes of Education and Research

Article 2 The JVY aims to promote world-leading research in veterinary medicine and nurture
veterinary experts and veterinary professionals who will distribute to the development and furthering
of international level veterinary education with high bioethics and researcher ethics, and thereby
contribute to the progress of the veterinary medicine and the development of human society.

Educational Curriculum

Article 3 The JVY and the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, Kagoshima University
shall organize and implement a joint education program based on the "Agreement for the
Organization and Implementation of a Joint Education Program on Veterinary Medicine in Graduate
Schools between Yamaguchi University and Kagoshima University."

Majors and Courses
Article 4 The JVY shall have the following majors and courses:
Veterinary Major Veterinary Science Course
Veterinary Specialist Course

Supervisors

Article 5 Supervising university education staff (hereinafter referred to as "Supervisor(s)") shall be
in place for research guidance to students.

2 For the Supervisors, there shall be a main Supervisor who oversees the research guidance to students
overall, and the assistant Supervisors who provide research guidance with the main Supervisor. Each
student shall have one main Supervisor and two assistant Supervisors.

3 Necessary matters concerning the Supervisors shall be specified separately.

Selection of Applicants
Article 6 The method for the selection of applicants shall be determined separately.

Subjects and Number of Credits
Article 7 Subjects and number of credits shall be as shown in the attached table.
2 Classes shall consist of lectures, exercises and experiments.

Course Method and Completion Requirements
Article 8 The course method and completion requirements shall be as shown in the attached table.

Approval of Credits

Article 9 Approval of subject credits shall be carried out by examinations or research reports.

2 Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding paragraph, students may be approved to earn credits
for exercises, experiments, and other particularly recognized subjects based on the daily
performance.



Special Exceptions of Education Method

Article 10 If it is recognized that there are special educational needs, education may be provided in
an appropriate manner, such as by providing classes or research guidance at night or at other certain
times and periods.

Grade Evaluation
Article 11  Grades of subjects that have been taken are expressed by the letters S (excellent), A (good),
B (average), and C (pass) as passing grades, and F (fail) as the failing grade.

Research Guidance

Article 12 Students shall, under the guidance of the main Supervisor, establish a research subject and
promptly submit it and a research plan to the main Supervisor by filing the Research Subject
Notification (Appended form No.1). The same shall apply when changing the research subject.

2 Upon receiving the notification provided in the preceding paragraph, the main Supervisor shall
promptly prepare the Educational Research Guidance Plan (Appended form No.2) and notify the
dean of the Graduate School. The same shall apply when changing the contents of the Educational
Research Guidance Plan.

Submission of Doctoral Thesis and Examinations
Article 13 The method for submitting doctoral thesis or for examinations shall be determined by the
dean of the Graduate School after listening to the opinions of the Faculty Committee.

Administration
Article 14 The administrative duties concerning the JVY shall be carried out by the Office of the
Joint Faculty of Veterinary Medicine.

Miscellaneous Rules

Article 15 In addition to the matters prescribed in these rules, the dean of the Graduate School shall
determine necessary matters concerning the JVY after listening to the opinions of the Faculty
Committee.

Completion requirements and course method

1. Students are required to obtain at least 30 credits in the curriculum of the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, receive
necessary research guidance, pass a doctoral thesis examination and the final examination. Note that, out of the aforementioned 30
credits or more, 10 credits or more shall be for courses offered by faculty members of Kagoshima University.

2. For lectures, 20 credits or more from Core curriculum elements and 10 credits or more from Elective elements (partly including
subjects from Core curriculum) need to be obtained. The details are as follows.
<Core curriculum: 20 credits or more>
- Non-specialized subijects: 14 credits or more *Required: 6 credits at Yamaguchi University and 8 credits at Kagoshima
University. Select and complete subjects from those offered by other than the main Supervisor and

- Specialized subiects: 3 credits
- Advanced practical-skill subjects: 3 credits *Required only for "the Veterinary Science Course"
- Special professional subjects: 3 credits *Reaquired only for "the Veterinary Specialist Course"

<Elective: 10 credits or more (partly including subjects from Core curriculum)>
The following subjects must be acquired from Researcher Training Subjects (special exercises and special experiments) and Core
curriculum (special lectures):
(1) A special lecture (2 credits), a special exercise (2 credits) and a special experiment (2 credits) offered by a main Supervisor
(2) Special lectures offered by assistant Supervisors of both universities (4 credits for 2 subjects)
Please consult with your main Supervisor regarding the choice of courses and how to complete them.

Remarks: Credits for special lectures, offered by the main Supervisor and the assistant Supervisors from Non-specialized Subjects, can
be transferred to Researcher Training Subjects and can be included in the completion requirement credits.

a doctoral thesis examination and an oral or written examination on the content of the thesis and their field

of expertise.

Furthermore, out of the aforementioned 30 credits or more, 10 credits or more are for courses offered
by faculty members of Kagoshima University.

For lectures, 20 credits or more from Core curriculum elements and 10 credits or more from Elective
elements (partly including subjects from Core curriculum) need to be obtained. The details are as follows:

Therefore, failure to
adhere to rules for writing reports and theses may result in a failure to pass or be
considered as cheating and subject to punishment.

If you use information obtained from literature or databases, you must make a clear
distinction of them from your own opinions or research data. In such cases, you still need
to comply with the conditions of use for the "citation" listed below, and violating these
conditions often results in cheating as plagiarism.

Please note the following when writing reports and theses:

Clearly distinguish between the parts written in your own opinion or research data
and parts other than yours.

‘ In addition to the "clear distinction" above, the following requirements must ‘
be met:

4 )

- Citations must be made within the minimum necessary range for the purpose of
citing research (minimum requirement).

- With regard to the part including the citation, your own sentences must make up
the main of the text, and the literature of the other people cited must be
subordinate both quality and quantity (main-subordinate relationship).

- Sources of the obtained literature or database of other people must be clearly
stated (source explicitness).

Specifically, when making a citation, it is necessary to strictly cite the exact same words
and phrases as the source without error, and when citing from a website, a detailed
manner of citation must be followed such as that the source notation must include not only
the URL and the page title, but also the date of acquisition. Moreover, the engagement
with the provisions to restrict rights of Article 35 of the Copyright Act is also important.

Medicine, Yamaguchi University”.

An objection shall be filed by submitting a “Written Appeal on the Grade Evaluation” to the
Graduate School Affairs Section of the Joint Faculty of Veterinary Medicine, Yamaguchi
University, in principle, within 7 days (if the seventh day is a holiday, the following weekday) from
the date of grade disclosure. You can also make an appeal by sending an e-mail with the written
appeal attached.

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Guidelines for Grade Appeals at the Joint Graduate School of
Veterinary Medicine, Yamaguchi University

(Objective)

Article 1 These guidelines establish necessary matters regarding the procedures to be followed when
students of the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, Yamaguchi University (hereinafter
referred to as “JVY”) (including students and non-degree students of Kagoshima University who
have taken courses provided by faculty members of the JVY) (hereinafter referred to as “students”)
appeal against their grade evaluation for courses they have taken at the JVY. However, for courses
that Kagoshima University is in charge of, requests for grade disclosure and appeals shall be made
in accordance with the 'Rules on Requests for Disclosure of Student Grades and Appeals at the
Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, Kagoshima University'.

(Grounds for objection)

Article 2 Students may file an objection with specific reasons if any of the following items applies
to the grade evaluation of a course taken in the semester. However, appeals concerning the
assessment criteria (grading policies) are not permitted.

(1) An obvious mistake by the faculty in charge, such as an error in writing of a result
(2) The evaluation obviously deviates from the grading method explained in the syllabus or in class

(Objection Procedures)

Article 3 Students who intend to file a formal objection must submit a Written Appeal on the Grade
Evaluation (Appended Form; hereinafter referred to as “Written Appeal”) to the Dean of the Joint
Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, Yamaguchi University (hereinafter referred to as “Dean”),
in principle, within seven days (if the seventh day is a holiday, the following weekday) from the
date of grade disclosure. The Submission should be addressed to the Graduate School Affairs
Section of Joint Faculty of Veterinary Medicine, Yamaguchi University, which will also accept
objections by e-mail.

2 Students who are dissatisfied with the answer to their objection may re-appeal.

3 Students who intend to make a re-appeal must submit a Written Re-appeal on the Grade
Evaluation to the Dean, in principle, within seven days (if the seventh day is a holiday, the
following weekday) from the date of the receipt of the response to their appeal. The Submission
should be addressed to the Graduate School Affairs Section of Joint Faculty of Veterinary Medicine,
Yamaguchi University, which will also accept objections by e-mail.

4 Upon receipt of an appeal or re-appeal, the Dean shall discuss the policy for dealing with it with
the Vice Dean, the Educational Affairs Committee and its members, and then discuss the response
with the faculty in charge of the course. However, the Dean may hear the opinion of the student
concerned when deemed necessary. In addition, the response shall be made in cooperation with the
Educational Affairs Committee of the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, Kagoshima
University, as and when necessary.

5  The Dean shall decide on the response and notify the said student, in principle, within seven days
(if the seventh day is a holiday, the following weekday) after receipt of the Written Appeal/Re-
appeal.

Chapter 1 General Rules
Objectives
Article 1 These rules establish necessary matters regarding the doctoral thesis examination in
the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, Yamaguchi University (hereinafter
referred to as "JVY") based on Article 13 of the rules of the JVY.

Chapter 2 Doctoral Degree by Course Completion
Eligibility for submitting a doctoral thesis

Article 2 Persons who may submit a doctoral thesis shall be a person who falls under one of
the following items:

(1) A person who has enrolled in the JVY for four years or more, has acquired at least
30 credits for the specified subjects, and has received the necessary research guidance

(2) A person who has enrolled in the JVY for three years or more, has acquired at least
30 credits for the specified subjects, has received the necessary research guidance, has
achieved particularly excellent research results, and has been recommended by the main
Supervisor

Deadline of application for doctoral thesis examination

Article 3 When a person listed in item 1 of the preceding Article applies for the doctoral
thesis examination within the standard course period, the person shall submit the
documents specified in Article 4 by the prescribed date of the final year. However, any
person who has been enrolled beyond the standard course period may submit the documents
at any time.

2 When a person, among those listed in item 2 of the preceding Article, who is a currently-
enrolled third-year student, applies for the doctoral thesis examination within the year, the
person shall submit the documents specified in Article 4 and a recommendation letter of
the main Supervisor by the prescribed date. Other persons shall be able to submit the
documents at any time.

Procedure for submitting a doctoral thesis

Article 4 When a person listed in Article 2 attempts to have a doctoral thesis examined, the
person must submit the documents listed in the following items to the Dean of the JVY
(hereinafter referred to as "Dean") after obtaining the approval of the main Supervisor.

(1) Application form for doctoral thesis examination (Appended form No. 1-1) 1 copy
(2) Thesis catalog (Appended form No. 2) 1 file
(3) Doctoral thesis (Japanese or English) 1 file
(4) Abstract of doctoral thesis (Appended form No. 3; about 2,000 Japanese characters or

(5) Academic publications in academic journals and other journals that become the basis of

the doctoral thesis 1 file each

(6) Abstract of co-authored publication (Appended form No. 4) 1 file each
(7) Written consent (when academic publications are co-authored) (Appended form No. 5)

Acceptance of a doctoral thesis and submission of it to the Faculty Committee for
discussion

Article 5 Upon the submission of a doctoral thesis according to the provisions of the
preceding Article, the Dean shall forward it to the Faculty Committee for discussion to
determine whether to accept it.

2 At the Faculty Committee set forth in the preceding paragraph, the main Supervisor shall
report his/her background, the status of his/her research guidance, and the outline of
his/her research, etc.

3 The Dean shall have the Faculty Committee examine and discuss the accepted doctoral
thesis and the final test.

Chapter 3. Doctoral Degree by Thesis Submission
Eligibility for applying for a doctoral degree
Article 6 Persons who may apply for a doctoral degree by submitting a thesis shall be listed
in the following items:

(1) A person who has enrolled in the JVY for four years or more, has acquired at least 30
credits for the specified subjects, has received the necessary research guidance, and has
withdrawn

(2) A person who has passed the eligibility examination for the application for a doctoral
degree of the JVY (hereinafter referred to as "Eligibility Examination".)

Eligibility Examination

Article 7 When a person listed in item 2 of the preceding Article attempts to have an

Eligibility Examination, the person must submit the documents listed in the following

items by the prescribed date.

(1) Application form for eligibility examination for doctoral degree (Appended form No.8)

(2) Catalog of academic publications (Appended form No. 9) 1 file
(3) Academic publications in academic journals and other journals that become the basis of
the doctoral thesis 1 copy each

(4) Reference publications other than the above 1 copy each
(5) Resume (Appended form No. 6) 1 copy
(6) Certificate of research career (Appended form No. 7) 1 copy
(7) Recommendation letter from a qualified faculty member in charge of research guidance

Article 8 Upon the submission of a doctoral thesis according to the provisions of the
preceding Article, the Dean shall commit the Eligibility Examination to the educational
affairs committee of the Joint Faculty of Veterinary Medicine (hereinafter referred to as
"Educational Affairs Committee").

Article 9 Upon the commitment of the preceding Article, the Educational Affairs Committee
shall promptly organize the Eligibility Examination Committee to start the examination.

2 The examination set forth in the preceding paragraph shall be completed within two months
of receipt of the commitment, and the Educational Affairs Committee must report the
results of the examination to the Dean.

Article 10 Upon receipt of the report set forth in the preceding Article, the Dean shall consult
with the Faculty Committee to determine whether or not the applicant will pass the
Eligibility Examination.

Procedure for submitting a doctoral thesis
Article 11 When a person listed in Article 6 attempts to have a doctoral thesis examined,
said person must submit the documents listed in the following items along with the
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examination fee for the thesis (if a person listed in Article 6, item 1, submits the
documents within one year from the date of withdrawal, the examination fee shall be
waived.) to the Dean by the prescribed date.

(1) Application form for doctoral thesis examination (Appended form No. 1-2) 1 copy
(2) Thesis catalog (Appended form No. 2) 1 file
(3) Doctoral thesis (Japanese or English) 1 file

Article 12 Upon the submission of a doctoral thesis according to the provisions of the
preceding Article, the Dean shall forward it to the Faculty Committee for discussion to
determine whether to accept it.
2 The Dean shall have the Faculty Committee examine and discuss the accepted doctoral
thesis and questions.

Chapter 4 Thesis Examination
Examination committee

Article 13 The Faculty Committee shall promptly establish an examination committee for
each doctoral thesis accepted.

2 The examination committee shall be comprised of one main examiner and four vice-
examiners.

3 The main examiner and vice-examiners of the examination committee shall be elected at the
Faculty Committee.

4 If the Faculty Committee recognizes that it is necessary for a doctoral thesis examination, it
may obtain the cooperation of other Graduate Schools of Yamaguchi University, Graduate
Schools of other universities, or institutes, etc.

Examination standards

Article 14 The following points of view shall be taken into careful consideration when

carrying out a doctoral thesis examination:

(1) The thesis has academic significance and is creative in the research area.

(2) The author has sufficient knowledge of the area of expertise and has an accurate
understanding of the research issues in that area.

(3) The author has properly evaluated the research data and analysis results, and developed
a rigorous argument.

(4) The author fully understands and observes research ethics.

(5) The author has the ability to formulate and carry out advanced and developmental
research.

(6) Thesis and oral presentations are logically organized and easy to understand.

(7) The author has acquired communication skills to play an active role on an international
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level.
Examination, final test or other tests, questions, and thesis presentation

Article 15 The examination committee shall complete the examination, final test or other
tests, questions, and the public presentation of the doctoral thesis within one year from the
date of acceptance of the thesis, and report the results to the Faculty Committee in writing.

2 The final examination, for those listed in Article 2 or in Article 6, item 1, shall be
conducted on mainly the doctoral thesis and related subjects either orally or in writing.

3 The test and questions shall be conducted on mainly the doctoral thesis and related subjects
either orally or in writing to confirm that a person listed in Article 6, item 2, has
completed the doctoral course and has the same or greater academic ability as a person who
is conferred with the degree in relation to their major academic details. In this case, the
foreign language test shall be conducted on English.

4 The documents of the report provided in paragraph 1 shall be an abstract of the results of
the doctoral thesis examination (Appended form No. 10) and an abstract of the results of
the final test (Appended form No. 11) or an abstract of the results of the test and questions
(Appended form No. 12).

Determination of pass or fail

Article 16 The Faculty Committee shall, based on the reports set forth in the preceding

Article, examine and then vote to decide whether or not the person passes.

Chapter S Miscellaneous Rules

Reporting

Article 17 When the Dean has decided to pass or fail the doctoral thesis by listening to the
opinions of the Faculty Committee as prescribed in the preceding Article, he/she shall
promptly report to the President of Yamaguchi University in accordance with Article 10 of
the degree regulation of Yamaguchi University.
Other

Article 18 In addition to those stipulated in this detailed rule, the Dean shall determine the
necessary matters concerning the examination of the doctoral thesis by listening to the
opinions of the Faculty Committee.

Based on the provisions of Article 18 of the detailed rules for the doctoral thesis
examination of the Joint Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine, Yamaguchi University
(hereinafter referred to as "the Detailed Rules"), the management policy of the Detailed Rules
shall be set forth as follows:

Relating to Article 2 (Eligibility for submitting a doctoral thesis)

1 A person who may submit a doctoral thesis must in principle have two or more academic
publications that become the basis of the doctoral thesis, published in highly evaluated
academic journals with an established examination system (including cases where
publication is accepted).

2 "Particularly excellent research results" mean that one or more academic publications
among those specified in the preceding paragraph has high academic value and has been
published in a leading European journal (including cases where publication is accepted).
In this case, for the evaluation relating to "particularly excellent research results," an
Eligibility Examination separately set forth shall be carried out.

3 The academic publications set forth in the preceding two paragraphs may include those
published within one year prior to the date of admission.

Relating to Article 4 and Article 11 (Procedure for submitting a doctoral thesis)

1 When the main Supervisor approves matters related to the submission of a doctoral thesis,
he/she shall hold adequate consultations with the assistant Supervisors in advance.

2 For the academic publications that become the basis of a doctoral thesis, the applicant must
be the lead author (or the first author listed in the case of multiple lead authors) and the
co-author(s) must have not applied as a doctoral thesis at any university in the past.

3 The academic publications that become the basis of the doctoral thesis shall be printed and
published as original papers or scheduled for printing. In this case, those to be printed shall
be accompanied by acceptance letter for publication or a publication agreement to be
printed and published.

4 In the event that it falls under Article 6, paragraph 1 of the Detailed Rules, it shall not be
necessary to submit the documents referred to in Article 11, item 10 of the Detailed Rules.

Relating to Article 6 (Eligibility for applying for doctoral degree)

1 A person listed in Article 6, item 2, must have prescribed research career as set forth in the
following table:
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Education category Research career

A person who has graduated from a university with a six-year | 5 years or more
veterinary course
A person who completed a master's degree course 5 years or more

A person who graduated from a four-year university course 7 years or more

All other persons other than the above shall be determined at the Faculty Committee

Remarks: The evaluation of the contents of the research career shall be entrusted to

the Eligibility Examination Committee.

2 A person who may submit a doctoral thesis must in principle have two or more academic
publications that become the basis of the doctoral thesis, published in highly evaluated
academic journals with an established examination system (including cases where
publication is accepted) and one or more other academic publications. However, if you
have three or more academic publications that become the basis of the doctoral thesis, no
other academic publications shall be necessary. All of these publications require that the
applicant be the lead author (in the case of multiple lead authors, the first author listed
shall be the lead author).

3 In cases where a person prescribed in item 1 applies for a degree within one year after
withdrawal, it shall be treated in accordance with paragraph 1 of Relating to Article 2.

4 When a person prescribed in item 1 submits a thesis and passes the examination and final
test within one year after withdrawal, he/she may be treated in accordance with Article 3,
paragraph 1 of the degree rules of Yamaguchi University.

Relating to Article 7, Article 9 and Article 10 (Eligibility Examination)

1 The Certificate of Research Career prescribed in Article 7, paragraph 1, item 6 of the
Detailed Rules may be submitted as a prospect if the research career meets those prescribed
in paragraph 1 of Relating to Article 6 by the prescribed date provided in Article 11 of the
Detailed Rules but it does not meet those prescribed in paragraph 1 of Relating to Article
6 on the prescribed date provided in Article 7 of the Detailed Rules. However, it is
necessary to submit a Certificate of Research Career again that the years of research has
been reached by the prescribed date provided in Article 11 of the Detailed Rules.

2 The matters relating to the Eligibility Examination Committee prescribed in Article 9,
paragraph 1 of the Detailed Rules shall be specified separately.

Relating to Article 13 (Examination Committee)

1 Members of the Examination Committee shall, in principle, be selected among those

qualified faculty members in charge of research guidance in the JVY.

2 In principle, a person who falls under the following shall be appointed as the main examiner:
(1) Main Supervisor if a student falls under Article 2, items 1 and 2 of the Detailed Rules
(2) Main Supervisor or equivalent faculty member while a student was enrolled if the student

falls under Article 6, item 1
(3) Faculty member listed in the recommendation letter described in Article 7, item 7 of the
Detailed Rules if a student falls under Article 6, item 2 of the Detailed Rules
3 At least one of the four vice-examiners shall include a faculty member at the Joint Graduate
School of Veterinary Medicine, Kagoshima University.
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Relating to Article 15 (Examination, final test or other tests, questions, and thesis

presentation)

1 The foreign language test as one of the tests and questions shall be conducted on English
orally or in writing. However, foreigners may choose either English or Japanese.

2 The public presentation of the doctoral thesis shall be held at Yamaguchi University, and
the applicant's name, thesis title, date, and location shall be publicly notified to the
component universities two weeks before the date of the presentation.

3 The Dean shall promptly take measures to allow the university faculty members of the Joint
Graduate School of Veterinary Medicine at each component university to inspect the
relevant documents of all applicants, including their doctoral thesis, after the decision to

accept their doctoral thesis at the Faculty Committee.

This common consent shall be to mutually agree upon the necessary matters decided
through discussions by the Faculty Committee, regarding the interpretation and handling of

the Detailed Rules with regard to the doctoral thesis examination and the Management Policy
of the Detailed Rules.

Eligibility for submitting a doctoral thesis and applying for doctoral degree

1 The term "highly evaluated academic journals with an established examination system"
specified in Relating to Article 2, paragraph 1 of the Management Policy means the
following academic journals:

(1) Academic journals recorded in one of the following: Medline (PubMed), Web of Science
(Science Citation Index Expanded or Social Sciences Citation Index only), or Scopus.

Moreover, these journals shall be limited to English-language publications, and bulletins
shall not be accepted in principle.

(2) Journals of the Japan Veterinary Medical Association

(3) In addition to the above, if the research results must be posted to an academic journal
other than those listed in the above (1) or (2) due to the nature of the research theme, an
application for academic accreditation shall be submitted in advance to the Dean,
explaining the reason for the posting. The academic journal may be accepted until the
student obtains his/her degree after an examination by the Faculty Committee.

2 "Two or more academic publications that become the basis of the doctoral thesis in
principle" specified in Relating to Article 2, paragraph 1 of the Management Policy shall
include one or more publications of paragraph 1 (1). "Two or more academic publications
that become the basis of the doctoral thesis in principle, and one or more other academic
publications"” specified in Relating to Article 6, paragraph 2 of the Management Policy
shall include two or more publications of paragraph 1 (1).

3 The "leading European journals" related to "particularly excellent research results"
specified in Relating to Article 2, paragraph 2 of the Management Policy shall refer to the
following academic journals published in "Journal Citation Reports":

(1) Those recorded in one of the following: Medline (PubMed), Web of Science (Science
Citation Index Expanded or Social Sciences Citation Index only), or Scopus.

Those within the top 2,000 rankings in the Journal Citation Reports (Science Citation
Index Expanded) ranking table published during the period of enrollment (up to the date of
the doctoral thesis application) shall be applied.

4 The evaluation of "particularly excellent research results" specified in Article 2, item 2 of
the Detailed Rules shall be carried out based on application forms for eligibility

examination for a shortened period of study (Form 1-1 to Form 1-3), as specified
separately.

Eligibility Examination

5 The Eligibility Examination Committee prescribed in Relating to Article 2, paragraph 2 of
the Management Policy and Article 9 of the Detailed Rules shall be as follows:
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(1) Members of the Faculty Committee shall be appointed to members of the Eligibility
Examination Committee of Article 2, item 2 (shortened period of study) of the Detailed
Rules and Article 6, item 2 (dissertation doctorate) of the Detailed Rules.

(2) The Chairperson of the Eligibility Examination Committee shall be elected from among
the members of the Faculty Committee who are close to the relevant fields. The Dean shall
be excluded.

(3) The eligibility for applying shall be determined by a secret ballot. The student shall be
determined as eligible by positive votes of at least two-thirds of all the present
Examination Committee members.

(4) Forms of the eligibility examination results report shall be as specified in Form 2 and
Form 3.

Tests and questions
6 The implementation of the foreign language test prescribed in Article 15, paragraph 3 of the
Detailed Rules (hereinafter referred to as "Test") shall be handled as follows:

(1) The Test shall be conducted on the day of the public presentation of a doctoral thesis
prescribed in Article 15, paragraph 1 of the Detailed Rules.

(2) The implementation of the Test (including questions creation and others) shall be
entrusted to the doctoral thesis examination committee prescribed in Article 13 of the
Detailed Rules.
